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    The purpose of this research was to determine 1) guidelines for development the 
electronic book for English reading comprehension of the first year undergraduate students, 
Educational Technology major, Faculty of Education, Silpakorn University 2) the students’ 
learning achievement after learning through the electronic book for enhancement the reading 
skill 3) the students’ opinions about learning English reading comprehension through the 
electronic book. 

 The population for this research was 18 first year undergraduate students, 
Educational Technology major, the Faculty of Education, Silpakorn University. The tools of this 
research were 1) a structure Interviewing form to interview the specialists 2) an electronic book           
3) a media evaluation form 4) a questionnaire inquiring students’ opinions. The collected data were 
analized by the statistical means of percentage, mean and standard deviation. 

 The findings were as follows: 
1. With regards to the guidelines for development for the electronic book  

revealed by The experts in The areas of multimedia and The English language, the quality of   

the electronic book was revealed positively high at the mean level of 4.00 ( x  = 4.00) whereas 
the English contents of the electronic book were revealed positively acceptable at the mean 

level of 3.00 ( x  = 3.00). 
2. The first year undergraduate students’ learning achievement demonstrated                                

after learning English reading comprehension through The electronic book was found fairly 
acceptable at the level of 54.36 percent. 

3. With regards to the first year undergraduate students’ English reading  
comprehension through electronic book, the students revealed their opinions at the high level 

with the mean of 4.22 ( x  = 4.22). 
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
