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The purposes of this research were : 1) to compare the learning achievement of
the CISST creative activity and the normal teaching on visual arts. 2) to study students’
satisfaction toward CISST creative activity and the normal teaching. The sample consisted
of 60 Matthayomsuksa Ill students at Watkhaowang (Sang Chuangsuwanit) School,
Ratchaburi Educational Service Area 1 Office during the first semester of 2007 academic
year. The experimental group (n=30), and control group (n=30) were selected by a simple
random technique. The instruments consisted of : 1) CISST creative activity lesson plans
2) normal teaching lesson plans 3) A questionnaire on students’ satisfaction. The data were
statistically analyzed by using arithmetic mean (X), standard deviation (S.D.), Independent
t- test and content analysis.

The results of the study were as the following :

1) The learning achievement score of Matthayomsuksa Il students of
Watkhaowang (Sang Chuangsuwanit) School by using the CISST creative activity was
significantly higher than the learning achievement score by using normal teaching at the 0.05
level whereas the learning outcomes scores of the students taught by CISST creative activity
were higher than those of the students taught by normal teaching . The CISST creative activity
encouraged students to seek and use their imagination freely and unlimited thinking.

2) The students’ satisfaction toward the CISST creative activity showed
a good satisfying (X = 4.40 and S.D. = 0.57).The most students’ satisfied that the teaching
activities motivated their creativity, promoted positive environments in the classroom, and
enhance independent learning.

3) The students’ satisfactiontoward normal teaching showed a good satisfying
(X = 4.29 andS.D. = 0.61). The most students’ satisfied that the teaching activities
encouraged them about practicing skills to develop their physical, emotional, social, and
intelligent skills.
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
