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The purposes of this study were to find 1) school administrator’s roles in supporting student
affairs programs in school under the Nonthaburi City Municipality and 2) problems and suggestions for the
administration of student affairs programs in schools under the Nonthaburi City Municipality. The
population comprised school administrators , teachers , and éver_v school — board , 195 of them in total.
The instrument was a questionnaire on ten aspects of the support for student affairs programs of the
National Primary Education Commission. Frequency (f), percentage (%), mean (i), standard deviation
(0). and content analysis were used in data analysis.

The findings revealed as follows:

1) The school.administratofs roles in supporting student affairs programs, as a whole, was
at moderate level. As an individual aspect, health service, lunch service, students’ discipline promotion,
promotion of safety in school and drug prevention activity were at a high level. The enrolment of
students at school age, counseling service, student reports, services for poor students and students’
cooperative activity were at moderate level.

2) Probiems and suggestions for supporting student affairs programs were that for the
enroiment of students at school age, there were problems in public relations, therefore, the parents
should be notified directly. For the problem in the repetition of data of health service, there should be
coordination among the working units. For lunch service, there were problems of food quality and
repetition of food types provided, therefore, the menu of food that contained all five groups of food for
health shouid be provided. For counseling service, there were problems of lacking personnel, therefore,
the personnel and the counseling manuals should be available, in keeping the reports on students, there
were problems of the lack of personal and technology, thus the personnel's skill in using a computer
should be developed. For the services of poor students, there were problems in surveying data,
therefore, the problems should be directly solved. For the organization of the cooperative activity, the
students had problems in the location, thus a demonstration activity should be organized. For the
students’ discipline promotion, the problems revealed that the teachers were not good examples and the
parents were not cooperative, fherefore. every party should be notified for their cooperation. For the
promotion of safety in schools, the problems were that the teachers could not oversee thoroughly, thus,
the knowledge of taking care of oneself should be provided. For drug prevention activities, there were
drug addict gatherings around the schools, therefore, the schools should inform the police and advise

the parents and the temples to keep an eye on them.
