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The purposes of this research were 1) to study the levels of coping behavior, self esteem,
peer group conformity, family support and teacher support of students 2) to compare coping behavior as
categorized by gender, educational background, academic achievement, students’ monthly allowance,
marital status of parents and type of accommodation 3) to study self esteem, peer group conformity,
family support and teacher support as predictors of coping behavior. Samples were 382 vocational
college students in Nakhon Pathom derived by stratified random sampling technique. Constructed
questionnaires were used to collect data. Data were analyzed for percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, One-Way ANOVA and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The results were :

1. The samples’ coping behavior and the problem-focused coping behavior were at the
moderate level. Emotional-focused coping behavior were at the low level.

2. The samples’ self esteem were at the high level. Peer group conformity, family support
and teacher support were at the moderate level.

3. The samples’ coping behavior of the students of different sex were significantly
different at .05. Educational background, academic achievement, students’ monthly allowance, marital
status of parents and type of accommodation were not significantly different.

4. Peer group conformity and teacher support predicted the coping behavior of the students
at 18.9, with a statistical significant at .001.

5. Family support and teacher support predicted the problem-focused coping behavior of
the students at 17.5, with a statistical significant at .001.

6. Peer group conformity and self esteem predicted the emotional-focused coping behavior

of the students at 22.8, with a statistical significant at .001.
