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The objectives of this research are to study the style and dating of three brick
buildings that should be called “Prasat” of Prang Khaek, an ancient sanctuary of Lop Buri.
This study also aimed to review the hypotheses proposed by many scholars and related to this
important monument. At the same time, through the art historical analysis and the employment
of the archaeological methods, the researcher presents some new ideas as well.

The results of this research are as follows.

1. The central Prasat should have been built in about the 10" century A.D., because
its architectural style can be compared with the 10" century Khmer architectures. The south
Prasat has some similar styles with the central one ; therefore, it should have been constructed
at the same time as the central one. However, the north Prasat, as can be seen today,
must have been rebuilt in the late Ayuthaya period.

2. The archaeological testing excavation has shown a new evidence. It is the
pedestal supporting these three Prasat which is called “Than Paitee”. Thus, these three brick
buildings should have been built in the same time, probably in the 10"' century. As for the
northern Prasat, its form should have been similar with the southern one. However, it was
probably in a dilapidated condition and later reconstructed in the late Ayuthaya period.

3. From all of the evidence found in the sanctuary, the construction of the buildings
in the temple occurred in two distinctive periods. The first one is the 10" century A.D. and the
second one is the late Ayuthaya period in the reign of King Narai (1656-1688 A.D.). After these

two periods, this monument was restored by Fine Art Department.
