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The objective of this research is to study thoroughly towards the belief of paying respect and its
religious pilgrimage to the Lord Buddha’s footprints shown in all mural paintings and its related sculpture during the
late Ayutthaya period.

The method of this research commences by the studying deeply into the core and its assumption of
paying respect towards the Lord Buddha’s footprints during the Indian culture of Buddhist as its style which has been -
continuously influenced and taken into many countries, namely Ceylon, Mynmar and Thailand respectively.

Parallelly study in what the belief of paying respect to the Lord Buddha’s footprints, presented and
shown in written aspect in all Buddﬁist textbook. For all those telling pictures in its each mural painting and sculpture,
the researcher takes all measures in the cleariest ways both in terms of aging and clearness. So it can be examined in
their aging in order to compare the relationship in aspects of belief, styles, or forms and its composition respectively.

The reseach’s result founded that during the Ayutthaya period, there were 4 styles of footprints, they
are comprised of firstly the Buddha's footprint at The Nammada river, Secondly The Buddha’s footprint at the
Saccabandha Mountain, exposed in the written aspect of the Punnovada Sutta. It is highly considered as another part
of the Papancasudani text. Thirdly the buddha’s footprint in the summit of the samanakuta mountain in the previous
and historical Lanka time [Ceylon). It is also considered as the most prominent influences beyond the another
footprint at the Suwannabunpoth Mountain in Saraburi province. Besides that there are also other 3 exposed mural
paintings and sculpture during Ayutthaya period. For the depicted mural Buddha's footprints in mural paintings and
sculpture. It can be assume that it was firstly built at the murals painting in its east-sided wall of Residential Building of
Somdet Phra Buddhakhosacharn at the temple of Phutthaisawan Ayutthaya province and pass on to other provinces
of mural paintings inner side of the chapel of temple of Khao Kweaw Suththaram and cement-created decoration

[stucco] attached the chapel's wall, the Temple of Pailom [unresided] in Phetchaburi province.
