Wat Langka, Ayudhya, was the abandoned temple that has no record of its history. The large
Prang under the deteriorated condition was the only construction that survived the time. The significant
clue remainded was its artistic work. Stucco decoration, especially, has demonstrated the beauty and the
importance of Prang back in its days. Since there was no study or investigation of Prang known to date,
it was proposed that the study be carried out before few remained evidences were all eroded with the
passing time.The objective of the study was to focus upon investigation and analysis of the remaining
evidences in artistic form and aging identification.

The methodology of this research was a stylistic comparison and composed of 2 steps. The first
was to investigate of similarity of design and style to identify its aging. Next step was to perform a
stylistic comparison of art for both similarity and dissimilarity to identify of its belonging style.

From the comparison of basic components, which were floor plan and architectural design,
Prang Wat Langka was all in the order of the early Ayudhya Prang. Its stucco decoration and motifs
were found to mostly share the similanty of the same technique and order with the Prang Wat Som,
Ayudhya, and Prang No. 8 Wat Mahathat, Ayudhya. This finding resulted in the conclusion of aging
identification to be around late 14" century, and no later than 1424.

From the stylistic comparison, there were many components of Prang Wat Langka that were in
the same order with other Ayudhya Prangs, for example, floor plan, architectural design, which were the
important style dominated during early Ayudhya art. On the other hand, there were some differences in
the details of stucco decoration. Nevertheless, its structure was clearly in the similar order which

showed close relations.
