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The purposes of this research were : 1) to study the variables related to treatment of alcohot
dependency. knowledge on alcohol dependency, the caregivers' role realization, relationships among family
caregivers and the patients, social support, and caring behavior of alcoholic patients family caregivers; 2) to
compare the caring behavior of alcoholic patients' family caregivers with consideration to demographics
gender, age, educational level, economic status, relationship with alcoholic patients, and the number of
family member who cooperated in caring the patients; 3) to identify the influence of knowledge on alcohol
dependency, the caregivers’ role realization, relationships among family caregivers and the patients, and
social support on caring behavior of alcoholic patients' family caregivers. The sample was 204 family
caregivers of alcoholic patients who attended medical services in Ratchaburi hospital derived by Systematic
Random Sampling. The research instruments were questionnaires developed by the researcher. Data were
analyzed by percentage , arithmetic mean, standard deviation , t- test , One-Way ANOVA and the Stepwise
Multiple Regression Analysis technique.

The results were as follow :

1) The caregivers' role realization and the caring behavior of alcoholic patients’ family
caregivers were a high level. The knowledge on alcohol dependency, the relationships among family
caregivers and the patients and social supports were a moderate level.

2) The caring behavior of alcoholic patients’ family caregivers with difference gender and
educational level were significantly different at a .05 level, however that of the subject with consideration to
age, economic status, relationship with alcoholic patients, and the number of family member who cocperated
in caring the patients, were not significantly different.

3) The caregivers’ role realization, social supports, knowledge on alcohol dependency and
the relationships between family caregivers and the patients predicted the caring behavior of alcoholic

patients' family caregivers at the percentage of 33.9, with a statistical significant at .001.
