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The purposes of this study were 1)to study the level of the states and guidelines of parents’
participation in educational management. 2} to compare the parental participation® s states and guidelines in
educational management. and 3) to study the guidelines of parents’ participation in educational management of
Assumption Convent Lamnarai School. The population consisted of 1,553 students’ parents of Assumption
Convent Lamnarai School and 10 administrators and stakeholders. The samples were 355 students’ parents of
Assumption Convent Lamnarai School. The research instruments were the questionnaire about the states and
guidelines of parents’ participation in educational management and interview forms about the problems and

guidelines of educational management as perceived by administrators and stakeholders. The obtained data were

analyzed by percentage (%) mean ( ; ), standard deviation (S.D.), one-way ANOVA and content analysis.
The results of the research were as follow 1)Asa whole the states of parents’ participation in
educational management aspect was at a moderate level but when classified by each aspect was found that
participation’s state toward follow up students’ achievement aspect was at a high level. School and homes’
relationship aspect was at a moderate level. Budget supports in children’s activities and policy’s plan aspect
were ata low level. 2) As a whole the guidelines of parents’ participation in educational management aspect was
ata high level but when classified by each aspect was found that the participation’s guidelines aspect were at a
high level concerning follow up students’ achievement and school and homes’ relationship. But the children’s activities
budget support and policy’s plan aspect were at a moderate level. 3) The parents” participation states in educational
management when classified by age, occupation, income, children’s level and social status were not statistically
significant different at the 0.05 level. The parents’ education background and school relationship were statistically
significant different at the 0.05 level. 4) The parents’ participation guidelines in educational management when
classified by age, occupation, education background, income, student’s grade level, social status and school relationship
were not statistically significant different at the 0.05 level. 5) The participation’s guidelines were indicated as
following giving the chances to parents in order to share their opinions and distnbute the newsletters, school's
plan and policy to parents, informing parents about school administration plan in advance via newsletters,
inviting the outside specialist to teach the students new knowledges and also cooperated with the parents in

order to solve students’ problems.
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
