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The purposes of this research were : 1) to examine the level of self — concept, social
support, faith in Buddhism and the adjustment of Buddhist novices 2) to compare the
Buddhist novices’ adjustment as classified by age, educational level, family status before
ordination, peﬁod of ordination, and type of accommodation, 3)to predict the factors effecting
the Buddhist novices’ adjustment. Samples were 321 Buddhist novices at Phrapariyuttidham
schools, derived by stratified random sampling technique. Instruments were questionnaires
constructed by the researcher. Data were analyzed for percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,

One-Way ANOVA and the stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results found that:

1. Self- concept, faith in Buddhism and the novices’ adjustment were at the high level,
while Social support from the guardian monks were at the moderate level.

2. The Buddhist novices’ adjustment as classified by age, educational level, family
status before ordination, period of ordination were not significantly different.

3. Faith in Buddhism, self- concept and social support from the guardian monks

predicted the Buddhist novices’ adjustment at 95.4 %, with statistical significant at.01%.
