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The purposes of this research were : 1) to determine the leadership characteristics of the academic assistants of
the basic educational school, 2) to compare the differences of the academic assistants’ leadership characteristics between
the institutions providing education programs of the grade interval 3 and the grade interval 3 —4, 3)to identify the
academic administration of the individual institutions, 4) to compare the differences of the academic administration between
the institutions providing education programs of the grade interval 3 and the grade interval 3 -4, and 5)to identify the
academic assistants’ leadership characteristics components that affected the aspect of the academic administration of the
institutions. Extending along the boundary of 132 institutions providing education programs of the grade interval 3 and the
grade level 3 — 4, the sample consisted of 528 participants in total, including 132 academic assistants and 396 heads of
the subject areas.

The instruments using to collect data included a questionnaire of leadership characteristics designed in
accordance with the principles of Ralph M. Stogdill concepts of high school academic administration based on standard
criteria of the Department of Secondary Education. The collected data were analyzed by the statistical means of
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Stepwise multiple regression.

The findings were as follow :

1. The leadership characteristics of the academic assistants of the educational institutions were indicated at
a high level in the general term. Moreover, every leadership characteristic component was found at a
high level as well.

2.0n comparison the academic assistants’ leadership characteristics between the institutions providing
education programs of the grade interval 3 and the grade interval 3 -4 were not found
significantly different.

3. The academic administration of the individual institutions was found at a high level in the general term
Besides, every cimponent of the academic administration was found at a high level as well.

4. On comparison, the academic administration between the institutions providing education programs of the
grade interval 3 and the grade interval 3 -4 was not found significantly different.

5.Tn terms of leadership characteristics, the cademic assistants’ characteristics concerning factors of social
background, professional eligibility, and social skills were statistically affected the academic

administration of the Fducational institutions at the level of 0.05
