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The purposes of the research were to find : 1) the implementation of proactive strategies
of private schools, they were pre-primary schools, primary schools, and secondary schools,and
2) thedifference of the implementation of proactive strategies among the private schools level. The
samples were 35 private schools in Nakornpathom province. The respondents composed of
licensees, principals, teachers and school board, totaling 210 respondents. The research instrument
employed in this study was a questionnaire concerning the implementation of proactive strategies of

private school based on Mc Carthy’s concept. The statistics applied in data analysis were percentage

(%), mean ( 3(— ), standard deviation (S.D.), one way analysis of variance, and Scheffe’s method.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. The implementation of proactive strategies of private schools in pre-primary schools,
primary schools, and secondary schools in Nakornpathom province, were at a high level in overall
and each aspect.

2. The difference of the implementation of proactive strategies of private schools in pre-
primary schools, primary schools, and secondary schools in Nakornpathom province was
significantly different at .05 level in overall. When considering in each aspect difference, it was
found thah the Price strategies of pre-primary schools and secondary schools was different, the
promotion strategies of pre-primary schools and primary schools, primary schools and secondary

schools were significantly different at .05 level. On the other aspects were not significantly different.
