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The purposes of this research were 1) to develop the drill exercises to meet
the selected efficient standard criterion 80/80 2) to compare Thai reading comprehension skill
of sixth grade students before and after using the drill exercises 3) to study the opinions of sixth
grade students toward the drill exercise. The sample of this research were 21 sixth grade students
of Nongpladuk School, Banpong, Ratchaburi province in the second semester of the academic year
2005. The research instruments were 1) the lesson plans 2) Thai reading comprehension skill tests
3) Thai reading comprehension skill drill exercise and 4) gquestionnaire on opinion toward the drill
exercise. The t-test dependent was employed to compare Thai reading comprehensive skill before
and after the implementation of drill exercise , mean and standard deviation were also employed to

evaluate the opinions of sixth-grade students toward the drill exercise.

The results of this research were as follow :

1. The dlill exercise on Thai reading comprehension skill met the efficient criterion of
87.85/83.80.

2. The Thai reading comprehension skill of sixth grade students before and after
implementing the drill exercise were statistically different at the 0.05 level.

3. The opinions of sixth grade students toward the drill exercise were at the highest
level of agreement in all aspects. The drill exercise could enhance most understanding reading

methodology.
