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The purpose of this study was to investigate the needs ofteachers in improving
teaching and learning of foreign language learning substance (English) level 1-2 in basic
educational institutes under the Office of Udonthani Educational Service Area 2. The
sample was 178 English language teachers teaching inlevel 1-2. The research instrument
was the questionnaire with 5 levels of rating scales constructed by the researcher. Data
were analyzed by using the SPSS for window program to calculate the frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

Results :

The teachers needed to improve teaching and learning of foreign
language learning substance (English) in basic educational institutes in level
1-2. The overall and each aspect were in “high level”, especially in personnel
development, the process of collaborative work development, classroom research
development and curriculum and instruction development in order.
