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The purposes of the present study included 1) to investigate the role of family and

educational institution in the development of students’ social responsibility behavior and 2) to
investigate the relationship between the family and educational institution’s perception of their
role in the development of students * social responsibility behavior and the students’ social
responsibility behavior. The target group consisted of 1) heads of the Faculty of Education, Khon
Kaen University’s 9 bachelor-degree programs in English Language Instruction, Japanese
Language Instruction, Computer Education, Science Education, Mathematics Educafion, Thai ~
Language Instruction, Social Studies, Art Education and Physical Education. 2) 30 students’
parent or guardians who answered the questionnaire, and 3) 30 freshman students of the Faculty
of Education, Khon Kaen University in the second semester of the 2006 academic year. The
target group was made of 10 male and 20 fémale students. The tools used for th_e‘study included
an intervieW form on the role of the family in the develc;pment of students’ social responsibility
behavior, an interview form on the role of educational institutions in the development of students’
social responsibility behavior, a test on the perception of the family’s role in the development of
students’ social responsibility behavior with a reliability of 0.83, a test on the perception of the
educational institution’s role in the development of students’ social responsibility behavior with a
reliability of 0.80, and a test on the students’ social responsibility behavior with a reliability of
.0.89. The collected data consisted of two categories: the qualitative data the results of which
were presented in the form of descriptive report and the quantitative data which were analyzed by
means of arithmetic mean, percentage, standard deviation and Pearson’s Product Moment

Correlation.
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The findings:
1. The role of the family and educational institutions in the development of students’
social responsibility behavior:

1.1 The family plays a role in the development of students’ social responsibility
behavior through the bringing up of its off-springs. The forms of bringing-up which have the
greatest effect on a child’s social responsibility behavior included the democratic or reasoning
approach and the inculcation in the young the value of social responsibility behavior. Besides,
the parents also act as a model of keeping their words, dressing themselves, obeying traffic
regulations, etc.

| 1.2 The educational institutions play a role in the development of students’ social
responsibility behavior through their instructors’ inculcation in the students the social
responsibility behavior, their model of entering classroom punctually and in their dresses.
Classroom activity was often infused with morality and ethics. Tasks were always assigned for
the students to do and be resi;onsible for their completion. Extra-classroom activities were
organized for the students to participate in such as community-development camps. As to the
matter of being part of peer group, adolescents usually like to spend their time and energy to
doing activities with their friends. The institutions should, therefore, always try to organize
activities that will allow the students to assume equal responsibility with their friends

2. The relationship between the family and educational institution’s perception of their role
in the development of social responsibility behavior and social development behavior:

2.1 The family’s perception of its role in the development of social responsibility has a
significantly positive relationship with the students’ social responsibility behavior at the .00 level
of significance (r = .66).

2.2 The institution’s perception of its role in the development of social responsibility has
a significantly positive relationship with the students’ social responsibility behavior at the .001

level of significance (r = .67).
