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Effectiveness of Satir model of Family therapy for Schizophrenic patients
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Abstract
Objectives: To study the effectiveness of family therapy based on Satir model in
families with Schizophrenic patients compare with group education for families.
Methed:

1. study the reliability and validity of Rosenberg Self Esteem Scale —Thai version in 270

volunteers compare with Self-esteem visual analog scale.

2. divided the families into family therapy and control groups and compare the
effectiveness of intervention by using Thai Social and Performance Scale, Chulalonkorn Family
Inventory, KKU-DI, Self-esteem visual analog scale and Rosenberg Self Esteem Scale-Thai version.

" Results:

1. In this study. Rosenberg’s Self-Esteem scale -Thai version’s Cronbach’s Alpha is 0.849 and
Pearson’s correlation with Self-esteem visual analog scale is 0.618( p = 0.01).

1. Rosenberg’s Self-Esteem Scale-Thai version has an acceptable reliability and Self-esteem

visual analog scale can be used for measuring self esteem.
