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This thesis on the roles of Central Business Disfrict of NaM Sawan City, has its main objectives, as
follows:- 1) To study the physical and economical developments of the business district. 2) To study the nature
and the style of trades of the business district. 3) To study factors affecting the roles of business district 4) To
suggest guidelines for developing the Central Business District of Nakhon Sawan City able to cope with various
roles in the future. .

From the study, it is found that the development of the Central Business District has existed at the same
ime as the setflement of Nakhon Sawan City. A factor affecting the roles of each period of time is the
development oi roads for communication. For the nature of economic activities, nowadays, it is found that it has
played a role on trades of consumable goods in community level and on trade of durable- consumer goods in the
city level. it has an open market of fresh foods in its center where there are shops densely existed in surmounding
areas. From such dense of the space and the run-down physical condition causing an expansion of the business
district moving out to sub-urban area. This can also attract people and ach'viﬁesr to move out from the Central
Business District of the city. It will thereby reduce the role and the importance of the Cémral Business District,
resulting in making the Central Business District become less active.

The smdy resuft brought © guidelines for applying o the development of the Central Business District
of Nakhon Sawan City consists of 1) In physical aspect, by improving the condition of buidings and shops to be
more appropriate uses. To improve spaces to be able o make use of them in accordance with their existing
potential, and improve traffic routes as weil. 2) In economical aspect, by promoting the trade businzsses of which
they are still active and enhancing new style of activities, and 3) In social aspect, by bringing social and cuttural
identities to create trade atmosphere and inducing tourism like in the central business district of the city. The said
guidelines will provide a part for promotion of the Central Business District of Nakhon Sawan City to be able to
maintain its roles to an appropriate extent.
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
