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The purposes of this research were; 1) to develop an English reading strategy instruction model based on
collaborative learning principles for enhancing reading learing outcomes of university students 2) to study reading learning
outcomes of the students after learning through the developed model in 3 main aspects: English reading ability, reading
behaviors, and collaborative work processes.

The results of the research were as follows:

1. The instruction model focused on teaching 5 reading strategies namely, making connection, predicting,
clarifying, questioning, and summarizing . The instructional processes involved 4 steps: introducing the strategy - to activate
students’ interest about the strategy; building an understanding - to familiarize students with the strategy; applying the
strategy - to practice the strategy in a new context; and wrapping up - to assess students’ comprehension of the text and their
understanding about the strategy. Throughout the processes students worked collaboratively in group discussions in which
they expressed their ideas about the text and the strategies while the teacher acted as a facilitator who provided guidance
and support.

2. When the developed model was implemented, it was found that:

2.1 The average scores of the English reading ability after learning through the developed madel of the
humanities students and the pharmaceutical sciences students were higher than before leaming through the developed model
at .01 level of significance.

2.2 The average scores of the English reading ability after learning through the developed model of the
pharmaceutical sciences students were higher than those of the humanities students at .01 level of significance.

2.3 The average scores of reading behaviors conceming the strategies used after leaming through the
developed model of the humanities students and the pharmaceutical sciences students were higher than before learning
through the deveioped model at .01 level of significance.

2.4 The average scores of reading behaviors conceming the strategies used after leaming through the
developed model of the humanities students and the pharmaceutical sciences students were not statistically different at .01
level of significance. '

2.5 The humanities students and the pharmaceutical sciences students had different collaborative work

processes in terms of group management, and working atmosphere, but they employed the same types of verbal patterns.
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
