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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this experimental research were to 1) develop reading comprehension
skills using the 5W1H in Thai Language for grade six students, 2) study the effectiveness of
reading comprehension activities using the SW1H technique in Thai Language for grade six
students, and 3) study student satisfaction with the reading comprehension activities using the
5W1H technique in Thai Language for grade six students. The target group for this research was
32 sixth grade students enrolled in the second semester of the 2016 school year at Satit Christian
Wittaya, Amphur Maung, Nonthaburi. The purposive sampling tools used in this research were
1) 4 reading comprehension activities worksheets using the SW1H technique with 3 hours spent
on each worksheet totaling 12 hours, 2) reading comprehension activities using the SWI1H
technique in grade six Thai Language , 3) reading comprehension assessment with 30 multiple
choice questions that have 4 selections in each question for grade six Thai Language , and
4) a satisfaction assessment on using the reading comprehension activities with the SWI1H in
grade six Thai Language . The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The research findings found that

1) Students are capable of reading comprehension using SW1H by a score of not less
than 80 % of 26 people, representing 81.25 %.

2) Reading comprehension activities using SW1H powerful 84/87.50, which meets the
specified criteria.

3) Students are satisfied with the activity of reading comprehension using 5W1H overall

satisfaction with the high level ( X = 4.34 SD = 0.58).
