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This research was divided into 2 parts; the purposes and the results are as follow:

Part | investigated communication and marital satisfaction of married persons and compared the
communication of married persons. The participants were 325 persons who are different in gender, age,
stage of marital, number of children, education and monthly income per couple. The instruments used were
a Communication Test; and a Marital Satisfaction Test. Data was analyzed using basic statistics, a one way
ANOVA design, followed by post-hoc multiple comparisons with Dunnett's T3 test. The major findings were
1) Married persons moderately used congruent and super reasonable communication; mildly used placating
and irrelevant communication and hardly used blaming communication; and married persons had high level
of marital satisfaction. 2) Female married persons used congruent communication than male married
persons; 2-10 year married persons used congruent communication more than 11-25 year married persons;
and non child married persons used more congruent communication than married persons who have 3
children or more; married persons with bachelor degree (or higher) used congruent communication more
than married persons with high school or occupationai certification; and married persons with income more
than 10,000 bath per month used congruent communication more than married persons with income less
than 10,000 bath per month. 3) Married persons with bachelor degree (or higher) used super reasonable
communication more than married persons with high school or occupational certification. 4) Married persons
with bachelor degree (or higher) scored higher in marital satisfaction than married persons with high school
or occupational certification. In general, married persons with higher average income scored higher in
marital satisfaction than married persons with low average income.

Part Il compared communication between married persons with high level and low level of marital
satisfaction. The participants which was selected from Study 1, were 48 married persons with high level and
56 married persons with low level of marital satisfaction. The t-test was utilized for data analysis. The results
were as follow: 1) Married persons with high level of marital satisfaction significantly used congruent
communication more than married persons with low level of marital satisfaction (o < .001). 2} Married
persons with high fevel of marital satisfaction significantly used blaming and irrelevant communication less
than married persons with low level of marital satisfaction(p < .001) and significantly used super reasonable
communication more than married persons with low level of marital satisfaction (p < .05) while there is no

difference in placating communication.
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
