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The objective of this descriptive research is to study spouse abuse and related
psychosocial factors among women in emergency home at association for the promotion of the
status for women. The sample consist of 271 women in emergency home and indepth interview 10
case. In this study, the instrument was a set of questionnaires that consisted of 6 parts. Part
one, demographic questionnaire was used for collecting subjects’ background information. Part
two, social factors questionnaire was used for collecting family of origin and subjects’ husband
background information part three, stressful life measure questionnaire. Part four, The Maudsley
Personality Inventory : MPI. Part five, Index Spouse Abuse : ISA. Part six, the point for in-depth
interview.Data was analyzed by SPSS for windows.Statistic utilized consist of Mea , Percentage,
Standard Deviation, Maximun, Minimum, Chi-square test, Fisher's Exact test , and Stepwise

Multiple Regression Analysis.

The study found that 28.80% of the subject were between 21 — 25 years old.The physical
abuse were 110 persons or 40.60% and Non-physical abuse were 109 persons or 40.20%.Correlation
analyze revealed that the psychosocial factors related to physical and non-physical abuse(p<.01) are
marriage , education , level , income , type of family , dulation of marriage , alcohol use, history of
physical illness , violence in family of origin and personality.By using Stepwise Multiple Regression
Analysis,the most salient factor at p<.01 which can be predictive physical and non-physical abuse
is the violence in family of origin.In-depth interview revealed that factors related to spouse abouse

were alcohol use , violence in family of origin , income and social support.
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
