The purpose of this research were to find 1) the responding behavior to the school administrator’s
sense of humour in various circumstances, 2) the appropriateness of the school administrator’s sense of humour in
various circumstances, and 3) the attitude and suggestions on the school administrator’s sense of humour in various
circumstances. The population in this research consisted of 18 teacher officials in Wat Preedaram School under
Nakhon Pathom Education Area Office, Zone II, not in cluding to the school administrator divided into three
categories: the school administrator, 8 from administrative staff, and 10 regular teachers. The instruments used in
collecting data were divided into 3 sets : an observation form for checking the responding behaviour to the school
administrator’s sense of humour in various circumstances, questionnaire on the appropriateness of the school

administrator’s sense of humour in various circumstances, and an interview form pertaining to attitudes and

suggestions on the school administrator’s sense of humour in various circumstances. Mean (X ), Standard
Deviation (S.D.), F-test (two-way ANOVA), and Content Analysis were used in data analysis.

The findings revealed as follows.

1)  For the responding behavior to the school ad;ninistrator’s sense of humour at the meeting, the
administrative staff’s responding behavior was at mid level, and so was the regular teachers’. At the lecture, the
administrative staff’s responding behavior was at a mid level; the regular teachers’ was at a low level. At the party,
the administrative staff’s responding behavior was at a high level; the regular teachers’ was at a mid level. 2) For
the appropriateness of the school administrator’s sense of humour at the meeting, the administrative staff thought
that the most appropriate semi-dirty jokes were at a high level; the regular teachers thought that the most
appropriate clean jokes were at a high level. At the lecture, the administrative staff thought that the most
appropriate semi-dirty jokes were at a high level; the regular teachers though that the most appropriate clean jokes
were at a high level. At the party, the administrative staff thought that the most appropriate semi-dirty jokes were at
a high level; the regular teachers thought that the most appropriate clean jokes were at a high level, 3) the
administrative staff and the regular teachers had the same attitudes and suggestions that the administrator should
have a sense of humour, but shouldn’t use dirty jokes, and 4) the responding behaviours to the administrator’s

sense of humour of the administrative staff and the regular teachers were significantly different at 0.01 level.
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
