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The purposes of this research were to know: 1 ) the level of the exercise power of female
administrators of private schools in Bangkok Metropolis 2) the leve! of the academic administration of female
administrators of private schools in Bangkok Metropolis 3) the exercise power of female administrators
affecting academic administration of private schools in Bangkok Metropolis. The subject of this research
comprise of 156 female administrators and 156 teachers in 78 private schools in Bangkok Metropolis. The
instrument used in the research were questionnaires developed from the theoretical conceptual frameworks
of French and Raven, Raven and Kruglanski, and Hersey and Goldsmith, and of academic administration.
The statistics used in analyzing were percentage (%), mean ( ; ), standard deviation (S.D.), Pearson’s

product moment correlation coefficient and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The major finds of this research were as follow:

1) The level of the exercise power of female administrators of private schools in Bangkok

Metropolis as a whole and in each power exercise was at the good level.

2) The overall of the academic administration of female administrators of private schools in
Bangkok Metrapolis as a whole and in each aspect was at the good level.

3) The exercise power of female administrators affects academic administration of private
schools in Bangkok Metropoiis as a whols, and the expert power and the connection power were effecting to
the formation of curriculums and the instructional and provision of teaching and learning material and school-

based supervision at significant level .05
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
