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The objective of this research was to study Secondary Education Student Teachers’
Ability to Classify the Undesirable Behavior by using the Panchasila as the criterion. The
focus group was of the 18 Secondary Education Student Teachers in the first semester of
2005 academic year Khon Kaen University. The instrument was a test of the ability to
classify Undesirable Behaviour by Using the Panchasila as the Criterion : A Case of Khon
Kaen University. 8 experts investigated its content validity. Later on, the researcher
distributed the scale to the samples. There were 19 issues of questionnaire returned which was
100% of the total. Then, the data was manipulated and analyzed by statistics computer

program me, SPSS for windows was employed to calculate the percentage (%) and mean (X))

Conclusion of the research findings:

According to the study of Secondary Education Student Teachers’ Ability to classify
the Undesirable Behavior by using the Panchasila as the criterion, it was found that the
focus group has gained 80.76% of average points of the ability to classify the undesirable
behavior by using the Panchasila as the criterion which was higher than the assumption
(75%). It meant that Secondary Education Student Teachers had ability to classify the

undesirable behavior by using the Panchasila as the criterion.
