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The purposes of this experimental research were 1) to compare critical reading achievement of
Mathayomsuksa 4 students between the six thinking hats method and the traditional method of teaching, 2)
to study students’ opinions toward the instruction of Mathayomsuksa 4 students taught by using the six
thinking hats method.

The sample consisted of 50 Mathayomsuksa 4 students of Banglanewitthaya in Nakhon Pathom
province during the first semester of the academic year 2003. Twenty—five students were assigned to be
taught by using the six thinking hats method and the remainders were assigned to be taught by using the
traditional method of teaching. Each group had to study the same content for 10 periods.

The research instruments were lesson plans of the six thinking hats method, lesson plans of the
traditional method of teaching , critical reading test and questionnaires.

The data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, t-test independent and content analysis.

The results of this research were :

1. The critical reading achievement in Thai literature of Mathayomsuksa 4 students taught by
using the six thinking method and the traditional method of teaching were significantly different at the 0.01
level of which the achievement scores of the students taught by using the six thinking method were higher
than the achievement scores of the students taught by using the traditional method of teaching.

2. The students had good opinions toward the instruction of Mathayomsuksa 4 students taught
by using the six thinking hats method. They gained more knowledge and better understanding of the
contents when working in groups, and learned to think more critically and rationally. They also had freedom

of expression. Besides, the leamning environment was enjoyable.
