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This thesis is concerned with a creation of ceramic works in the form of semi abstract
art. The shapes of ceramic works are based on pottery on known as “Pottery Art,” and the subject
matter of the shapes is related to a new seed’s life that becomes a huge tree afterward. In other
words, it is a time period of the interrelationship between the past and the future that could not be
separated, being a state of changing and will then become a cycle forever. This could be
expressed by using the relationship among the work arrangement.

The creation of ceramic works, which derives the basic shape from pottery, is
composed of 2 item and 2 sets,

- Item 1 : Approximate size is 45 centimeters.

- Item 1 : Approximate size is 20 centimeters.

- Set 1 consists of 3 item. Each item is approximately 20 centimeters.

- Set 1 consists of 8 item. Size ranges from 15 to 50 centimeters.

representing the subject matter through their shapes that could respond to the
researcher’s concept and feeling. Stoneware clays that consist of Surat black clay, Lumpang white
clay, rice hurk ash, and sand were adopted in this thesis. The clays were adomed by glazing with

slip and were then fired in both oxidation firing and reduction firing at a temperature of 1,200°C
