The purposes of this research were to find : 1) the advisor’s role in developing student activities in the
school under the Office of Basic Education Commission, 2) the student’s quality based on the educational standard
for external quality assessment in schools under the Office of Basic Education Commission, and 3) the advisor's role
in developing student activities aifecting student's quality based on the educational standard for external quality
assessment in schools under the Office of Basic Education Commission. The sample consisted of 50 schools having
from interval one to interval 3 {government schools only) in the Office of Ratchaburi educational area, area 1 and
area 2 under the Office of Basic Education Commissicn. The respondents were school administrators, chiefs of Boy
Scouts and Girl Guides, club activity teachers and counseling teachers, totaling 200 respondents. The instrument
was a questionnaire on the advisor's role and the student's quality based on the educational standard for extemal
quality assessment. The statistics applied in data analysis were frequency (f) percentage (%) means (-)-(_) standard
deviation (S.D.) and muitiple regression analysis.

The results of the study were :

1) The advisor's role in developing student activities in the school under the Office of Basic Education
Commission was at a high level.

2) The student’s quality based on the educational standard for internal quality assessment in the school
under the Office of Basic Education Commission was at a high level except standard 4 - students having the
competence in analyzing and synthesizing thinking, having wisdom, having creative and considering thinking and
having vision at a medium level.

3) The advisor's role in developing student activities affecting student’s quality based on educational
standard for external quality assessment in the school was to support the planning of projects, affecting standard 5 -
students having knowledge and essential skills about curriculum, standard 6 - students having skill in self directed
studying and self-development, acquiring a love of knowledge and on going personal growth, standard 9 - student's
gaining working skill, getting along welt with other people in the work place and having honest occupations, standard
10 - students developing good health habits, both physical and mental; to evaluate effecting standard 4 - students
having the competence in analyzing and synthesizing thinking, having wisdom, have creative as well as
consideration for other people and having vision; to conclude and report affecting standard 12 - students

developing a sense of beauty and habit charactors in art, music and sports.
