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The purposes of the research were to find 1) The role of school administrators and  the teaching
behavior according to leaming reform under the Office of Nakhon Pathom Educational Service Area. 2) The
differance between the opinion of school administrators, teachers on the role of school administrators
under the Office of NakhonPathom Educational Service Arsa. 3 ) The difference between the opinion of
school administrators and  teachers on the teaching behavior according to leaming reform under the
Office of Nakhon Pathom Educational Service Area, and 4)the role of school administrators affecting
teaching behavior on leaming reform under the Office of Nakhon Pathom Educational Service Area.
The questionnaire was formulated base on the concepts of the Office of the National Education Commission
(ONEC). The population comprised 155 schools. The respondents were school  administrators,
academic assistant administrators, and teachers totalling 620 respondents. The statistical treatments were
frequency . percentage , mean, standard deviation , t-test, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The findings revealed as follows.

1.The roles of the school administrators under the Office of Nakhon Pathom Educational Service
Area, as a whole and as an individual aspect were at a high level. The teaching behavior on leaming reform
under the Office of NakhonPathom Educational Service Area, as a whole and as an individual aspect were at
a high level.

2.The opinion of school administrators and the teachers on the role of school administrators under
the Office of Nakhon Pathom Educational Service Area, as a whole and four aspects such as motivation ,
being a facilitator, coordination, and public relations were significantly different at .05 level. The other aspects
were not different.

3. The opinion of school administrators and the teachers on the teaching behavior on leaming
reform, there was no significantly difference.

4.The role of school administrators , as a whole, did not affect the teaching behavior on [eaming
reform under the Office of Nakhon Pathom Educational Service Area, butas an individual aspect, it was found
that academic leadership, participant administration, assessment, promotion and support of researches and
development, public relations, and technological promotion affected the teaching behavior both as a whole and

as an individual aspect, but the other aspects did not affect the teaching behavior.
