The purposes of this research were to (1) study the fundamental data for development of case study
handbook (2) develop the handbook to meet the selected efficient standard criterion 80/80 (3) implement the handbook
and 4) evaluate and improve the handbook. The samples were 28 advisory teachers at Bangphaeprathompittaya school
District of Bang Phae, Ratchaburi Province. The case study handbook was implemented for two months during the
second semester of academic year 2004. The research design was one group pretest-posttest design. The research
instruments were case study handbook, interview form , knowledge and comprehension test , ability in case study
assessment form and opinion questionnaire. The data were analyzed by percentage , mean , standard deviation , t-test
dependent and content analysis. The results of the research were as follow.

1. The study of fundamental data of handbook development revealed that the advisory teachers and experts
required handbook on case study which were clear and big letters, together with pictures and chart illustrations and
casy to understand.

2. The handbook consisted of objectives, handbook’s instruction, and case study content. The content
comprised of introduction of case study, and case study’s method such as selecting subject, collecting data, diagnosis
problem, treatment, follow-up ,summarizing and case study report. The efficiency of the handbook met the criterion
92.86/90.55

3. The result of the handbook implementation revealed that advisory teachers were interested in learning
trom the handbook and followed the handbook’s instruction consecutively.

4. The result of evaluation and improvement of the handbook revealed that there was a statistically
significant difference at 0.01 level between the knowledge and comprehension scores of the advisory teachers before
and after studying the handbook. The ability in 5 aspects of case study indicated that a collecting data was at a high
quality level, the others aspects such as diagnosis, treatment, follow-up and summarizing, and case study report were at
the moderate quality level. The advisory teachers’ opinions toward case study handbook were at a high level all of
characteristics. The handbook’s formats were high appropriate in all areas. The handbook’s content was appropriate for
advisory teachers’ requirements, after studying the handbook, they gained knowledge and comprehension, and also they
were able to apply those knowledge precisely.
