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The purposes of this research were to investigate 1) the level of the guidance
administration and 2) the difference between the guidance administration. The samples in this
research were the 80 administrators and 80 guidance teachers. The data was collected by a
questionnaire that construct from Guidance Academic Department’s method. The statistical
treatment were frequencies, percentage, mean, standard deviation, One — Way ANOVA, and
Scheffe’s method..

The finding of this study were as follows :

1. The level of the guidance administration in basic education school were high level.
When discreeted each aspect, there were 4 aspects in high level, except Checking and Following
were mederate level. And when discreeted along with Deming’s cycle, Planning and Doing were
high level, and checking and acting were mederate level.

2. The guidance administration in basic education school that administrators and
guidance teacher who had different knowledge was a significantly different at .05 level. When
discreeted each aspect, there was significantly different at .01 level in the Information. And there

were significantly different at .05 level in Data Studying and Consulating.
