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The purposes of this study were to find out : 1) the practical roles of the Parent - Teacher
Associations in Saraburi Educational Service Area, 2) the expected roles of the Parent - Teacher
Associations in Saraburi Educational Service Area, 3 ) the differences between the practical roles and
the expected roles of the Parent - Teacher Associations in Saraburi Educational Service Area, 4 ) the
working performance of the Parent - Teacher Associations in Saraburi Educational Service Area.

The questionnaire and the interview were used in this study. The subjects were 80
members of the Parent — Teacher Associations of secondary schools in Saraburi Educational Service
Area. They were randomly selected by using simple random sampling. The scores were statistically
analyzed by Frequencies , Percentage , Means, Standard Deviation , and the t-test.

The result of this study indicated that :

1. The practical roles of the Parent — Teacher Associations were in high level.
The expected roles of the Parent - Teac‘her Associations were in high level.

The practical roles and the expected roles were significantly different at the .01 level.
