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The puposes of this research were to find 1) the pattern of the administrators’ decision
making behavior in the primary schools with high and low student achievements, and 2) the difference
of the administrators’ decision making behavior in the primary schools with high and low student
achievements. The research instrument was a questionnaire on the administrators’ decision making
behavior. The questionnaire was constructed by the researcher, based on Tannenbaum and Schmidt’s
viewpoint. The samples were 59 primary schools, Phetchaburi Province, with high student achievemnet,
and 62 primary schools, Phetchaburi Province, with low student achievement, 121 schools in total.
The respondents consisted of one schoo! administrator and two regular teachers from each school,
353 respondents in grand total. The statistics apptied in data anlysis were frequency (f), percentage ( %),
mean (X), standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. The pattemn of the administrators’ decision making behavior in the primary schools
with high and low student achievements, both as a whole and as an individual aspect,
was thé co-decision making pattern of the administrators and regular teachers, and

2. There was a significant difference in the administrators’ decision making behavior in
the primary schools with high and low student achievements, both as a whole and as

an individual aspect , at.0l level of significance.
