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The purposes of this research were to know 1) the policy of school administrator the office of
Nakornpathom Education service Area 1. 2) the educational quality assurance of schools under the office of
Nakornpathom Educational service Area 1. 3) the relationship between the administrators’ policies and the
schools’ educational quality assurance. The samples were 97 primary schools under the Office of
Nakhonpathon Educational service Area 1 The respondents were schools’ administrators, assistant
administrators. The research instruments included two types of questionnaires. The first one consisted of open
— end question about the administrators’ policy and quality Assurance in schools which were sent to the
administrators of 97 primary schools. The second was the administrators® policies synthesized by researcher
and educational quality assurance of the office of standard acceditetion and Educational Quality Assurance. The
data were collected from May to August 2004. Frequency percentage (%) mean (X ) standard deviation (S.D.)
and Pearson’s Product Moment correlation coefficient, were used in data analysis.

The tinding revealed as follows:

1) The Administrator’s policy and Quality Assurance in schools under the office of
Nakornpathom Education Service Area 1 were; The policy of administrative system and information. The
policy in developing of standard Accreditation Educational. The policy in planning the educational quality plan.
The policy in planning and carrying out the educational quality was checked. The policy of educational quality
was assessed by using appropriate. The policy of educational quality checked and summarized and the policy of
educational quality was sustained by maintaining the educational standard.

2)  The policies of school administrator under the office of Nakhonpathom Educational Service
Area 1, each componented separapely and overall, were at high level

3)  The schools’ educational quality assurance, each componented separrapely and overall,
were at a high level.

4)  There was signtificant relationship between the administrator’s policies and schools’

educational quality assurance bu the signtificant at 0.05 level.
