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The purposes of this research were 1) to determine the expectation of teacher’s roles, job
responsibilities, relationship to the superiors and colieagues and job stress 2) to compare the
job stress of secondary school teachers in terms of different genders, levels of teaching, job experiences
and incomes 3) to study the expectation of teacher’s roles, job responsibilities, relationship to the
superiors and colleagues which could predict the job stress. The sample were 276 teachers drawn
through stratified random sampling technique. The instrument employed in this study was a
questionnaire constructed by the researcher. The data were analyzed by means of percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, F-test (One — way ANOVA) and the Stepwise Multiple Regression
Analysis.

The results were:

1. The job stress of secondary school teachers were at low level. The expectation of
teacher’s roles and job responsibilities were at high and moderate levels respectively whereas the
relationship to the superiors and colleagues were at high level.

2. The job stress of the secondary school teachers as compared among different genders,
levels of teaching, job experiences and incomes were not significantly different.

3. Both the relationship to the superiors and the colleagues and job responsibilities

predicted the job stress at percentage of 30.6 with a statistically significant level of .001.
