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The purposes of this research were 1) to investigate the level of sexual stimulus, health beliefs,
self-esteem, social support and sexual risk behaviors. 2) to compare sexual risk behaviors of the subjects of
different age, marital status, nationality, educational level, living condition and sufficient income.3) to examine
the sexual stimulus, health beliefs, self-esteem and social support as the predictors of sexual risk behaviors of
female workers in the traditional massage parlors and the entertainment places. The 140 samples derived by
a stratified random sampling technique. Data collection was conducted by using questionnaires developed by the
researcher. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, One-way ANOVA and the Stepwise Multiple Regression
Analysis were used to analyze the data.

Major findings :

1. The samples’ sexual risk behaviors and sexual stimulus were at very low level. The health beliefs
were at high level. The self-esteem and social support were at average level.

2. Sexual risk behaviors of the samples of different nationality were statistically different, at a .01
level. But, those of the subjects of different age, marital status, educational level, living condition, and sufficient
income, were not different.

3. Sexual stimulus and social support were the predictors of sexual risk behaviors, at 9.5 % with

a statistical significant level of .001.
