The purposes of this study were 1) to examine the History of Being Punished, Students’ perception of
Aggressive Behavior of the Fathers, Imitation from Friends, Imitation from the Medias, and the Aggressive
Behavior of male students, 2) to compare the Aggressive Behavior of male students of different grade level,
academic achievement, father’s drinking habit, and family economic status, 3) to investigate the variables determine
the Aggressive Behavior of the students. The sample comprised 362 male students, derived by a stratified random
sampling technique. The questionnaires were constructed by the researcher. Data were analyzed by percentage,
mean, standard deviation, One-way ANOVA, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results were :

1. History of Being Punished, Students’ Perception of Aggressive Behavior of the Fathers, Imitation
from Friends, Imitation from the Medias, and the Aggressive Behavior of male students were in a minimal level.

2. The Aggressive Behavior of male students of different academic achievement was statistically
different, at a significant level of 0.05.

3. Imitation from Friends, Imitation from the Medias, Students’ Perception of Aggressive Behavior of
the Fathers and History of Being Punished of the male students were the predictors of Aggressive Behavior of the
students of 66.9 %, at a statistical level of 0.001.

4. Imitation from the Medias, Imitation from Friends, and Students’ Perception of Physical
Aggressive Behavior of the Fathers were the predictors of Physical Aggressive Behavior of the students of 62.9%,
at a statistical level of 0.001.

5. Imitation from Friends, Imitation from the Media and History of Being Punished Verbally were the

predictors of Verbal Aggressive Behavior of the students of 59.4%, at a statistical significant level of 0.001.
