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The objective of this study is to experiment the integration of dharma consideration which is
applicable to people of the metropolis’s daily life. The study methodology base on dharma practices and
the use of symbols in the architectures; that attributed to the truth of religious discipiine and for the creation
of thinking model, and experimentally design the architecture in Bangkok location.

The study found that the significant problem of Dharma Practices for city people is the wrong
attitude that the religious is the obstacle in development. As a result, a finding of the study is to integrate the
dharma practice in the routine daily life in order to prove that Buddhism is practical. Then, the Victory
Monument is selected to be the location of the study.

Dharma Practice is composed of two identical parts which are mediation and truth. Thus, the
designer had studied the illustration of mediation and truth in architecture of the pagoda. This study could be
able to reproduce the relationship of occurrences in different periodical cycles. Therefore, the mentioned
reproduction could be integrated with the context of the Victory Monument; which is the bus station temminal
centre, and symbolized variety activities and occurrences in different periodical time. This can be
ascertained the reciprocal relationship as follows:

Cycle of the vehicles’ movement in the traffic light system; show periodical time of second and
minute, by ?edesigning the boundary of Victory Monument in order to know the mass traffic movement

Cycle of the sun’s movement; show periodical time of hour and day, by representing the of Victory

Monument structure as the sundial shadows on the huge siope street plain

Cycle of the plant and flower’s production; show periodical time of month and year, by selecting
different kinds of tree and fragrant flower to plant around the Victory Monument for seasonable production

Cycle of walkers to be a metaphor of human life cycle; show periodical time of century and
samsara, by designing the pedestrian which reflect the conflict between the selected potential life goals as
weli as life and death in the samsara

The perception; that connected the four cycles of occurrence in different periodical times, is the
use of context of the Victory Monument to describe the truth of things on changeable basis. This truth is

related by the cause and action which non-originated and endlessness.
