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This Thesis is a study of the relationship between architectural surface and the
images presented there. These images are often the ones used for advertising purposes,
which become a part of our city. Such images usually appear at the heart of the city,
especially around the major commercial areas. They play a role in shaping the character as
well as the image of our city

The study is divided into 3 parts. The first part deal with the meaning and
implication of architectural surface in relation to space, form as well as the context of the
place.

The second part address the role of images in the form of advertising surface
and their relationship with consummers’ habits and perception.

The last part deals with the relationship between architectural surface and the
images as well as between the images and human behavior, urban space and the context of
the city.

Within the 3 part of the study, the thesis also examines various concepts patient
to the notion of architecturai surface and images, such as the dialectic between the notion of
edge and face, boundary and interface, as well as the concepts of mental and imaginative
space

The images present on the surface of architecture have an ability of shift the role
and relationship between the surface itself and the building it envelopes. Thus the thesis
explores these crucial roles of architectural surface and images in shaping and reshaping
architectural space, form as well as program, in relation to the changing needs, activities,

surrounding environment as well as the context.
