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The purposes of this study were to determine (1) the administration of educationai techrclogy in classrcom
teaching in Sriboonyanusorn Municipality School, and (2) the administrative appropriate way to educational technology in
classroom teaching in Sriboonyanusom Municipality School. This research was foliowed by Edward Deming's concept,
regarding the quality control process, generally called Deming Circle (PDCA). The population was 73 teachers in
Sirboonyanusom Municipality School. The statistics used for analysis were percentage (%), mean (L), standard deviation
(Q) and content analysis.

The research findings were as follows:
1. The administration of educational technology in classroom teaching in Sirboonyanusron Municipality

School according to Deming circle, was overall at low level, when considering in each aspects was found that planning
doing, and checking were at a low level, but acting was at moderate level.

2. The administrative appropriate way to educational technology in classroom teaching in Sirboonyanusron
Municipality School were as follows.

2.1 Planning should set schedule of usage in consequencing to each students schedule by academic
department, coordinating 16 audio and computer staffs, planning in usage of learning materials, more comfortably in
borrowing and implying additionally, teachers should prepare pre-instruction by setting and coordinating to staffs, and
shouid plan in teachers-training in using materials and technologies once a year.

2.2 Doing should set fuiltime staffs incharge of audio classroom, providing convenient in instruction,
training ’in using technologies and computers, providing VCD player in teachers’ restroom so that they could determine the
contents and schedule in using.materials of each classes and subjects matters of the week.

2.3 Checking in using materials and technologies should provide meeting, consulting in determining
cnteria in evaluation of the materials and technologies in consequencing to each subject and learming purposes, and

should evaluate according to each stridence in aurthenic assessment process

2.4 Acting shouid feed back the material and technological evaluations, material room schedule,
students and teachers satisfaction, moreover all problems and obstacles schooled by classified type, and having data

analysis in order to improve the way of development
