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The purposes of this research were to find 1) the level of the affective domain behaviors
in studying Thai classical dance of the Thai classical dance stndents, both as a whole. and as an
individual provincial part, 2) the ditference in the aficctive domain behaviors of the Thai classical
dance students as an individual provincial part, 3) the level of attitudes towards career, both as a
whole, and as an individual provincial part, 4) the difference in attitudes towards career, as an
indiv:dual provinciai .pan, and 5) the relationship between the affective domain behaviors and the
attitudes towards career of the Thai clussical dance students.

The samples were the students in The College of Dramatic Arts in the central part and
those in the poovincial parts, 12 eolleges in total. There were 250 respondents

The research instruments were questionnaires consisting of 4 parts. The first part was on
the respondents” status, the second part was on the students’ affective domain behaviors in studying
dramatic arts, the third part was on the attitudes towards career, and the fourth part was on the ideas
and recommendations.

Percentage (%), Mean ( ; ). Standard Deviation (S.D.), F-test, Multiple analysis, and
Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient were used in data analysis.

The findings revealed as follows :

1) The level of affective domain behaviors in studying Thai classical dance as a whole
and as an individual provincial part was at a high level, with an exception of that in the northern
provincial part which was at a mid-level.

2) The difference of the affective domain behaviors in studying Thai classical dance was
significant as an individual provincial part cxcept the receiving attending level that the students’
affective domain behaviors were statistically insignificant at .05.

3) The level of the attitudes towards carecr as a whole and as an individual provincial
part was at a high level.

4) The difference of attitudes towards career as an individual provincial part was
significant, with an cxception of the attitudes towards Job opportunities which did not differ.

5) The relationship between the affective domain behaviors in studying Thai classical

dance and the attitudes towards career was at a mid level.
