This thesis aims to study the roles of a cuiture hern, Luang Por Uttama, toward the
origination, sustenance and transformation of Diaspora Mon Village in Sangkhlaburi - Tambol
Nongioo, Sangkhlaburi District, Kanchanaburi Province. This study was performed in an array of
historical development propositions. By this mean, a holistic view of sczial and cultural structures of
Mon Village, changes in the decline of Luang Por Uttama’s leadership rcles, and his way to maintain
Diaspora Mons' ethnic identities could be drawn.

The resuits of the study showed that the leadership rcles of Luang Por Uttama contribute to
the unity and unification of Diaspora Mon Village. It also revealed that in the beginning of the
Diaspora Mon establishment, Luang Por Uttama was the one who unified all ethnic tribes in
Sangkhtaburi- Thai, Karen and Mon.

In addition to his task on religious perspectives, the roles on ordinary social views such as
intcllectual development, economic, politiczl, and spiritua! enlivenment were also covered.

Due to uncertainties and changes of society and culture, the leadership roles of Luang Por
Uttama would probably decline and Mon's ethnic identities would graduslly deterioraie
consequently. As such, it might be believed that Luang Por Uttama's leadership would lastly be
remained legendary in the literature.

Moreover, this study revealed that such ever-changing transformations of society and
Culture tend to affect a new generation of Mon in particular at a fast, intenéiﬁed pace. in the case of
the middle-level generation (parents), a tendency to maintain their ethnic identities is diminishing,
Whereas, old generation of Mon (grandparents) and the new Mon refugees migrating 1o

Sangkhlaburi not over 5 years are able to uphold their identities, tradition, and culture in pride.
