This research was a survey research. The objectives were to study: (1) the condition of
continuing study in higher level of education of Matayomsuksa 3 Students, the Office of Khon
Kaen Educational Service Area 5, and (2) condition of discontinuing study in higher level of
education of Matayomsuksa 3 Students, the Office of Khon Kaen Educational Service Area 5.
The population were 6,290 students by using multi techniques of sampling. The samples were
384 students. The instrument was questionnaire constructed by the researcher asking the
students’ demographic data, their socio-economic status, and learning an school environment.
Data and statistics were analyzed by using SPSS for Window Computer Program Version 11.0.

The research findings found that:

1. The conditions of continuing study of students.

1.1 For the students’ demographic data, found that most of them lived in Khon Kaen
Province. For their career expectation, they anticipated to be the government officials most. For
the model of studying, most of them had their role model from their siblings and close friends.
For the siblings studying in family, most of them had their siblings to be responsible with. For
studying, most of them didn’t have elder brother/sister working and supporting. For their
expected.income, most of them needed more than 20,000 bath per month.

1.2 For their family’s socio-economic status, found that most of their parents’
occupation was agriculture. For their parents’ educational level, most of them finished Primary
Education. For their family income, most of them had their income between 5,000-10,000 bath
per month. For their expense, most of them were supported from their parents. For the expense
problem in studying, most of them had no problems. Besides, their living places, most of them

lived with their parents in the Sub-district Administrational Organization.
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1.3 For their learning and school environment, found that most of their leatrﬁilg
achievement was between 1.51-2.00. For their role of study, found that most of them had their parents
taking care in théir family. For their motivation in counseling and influencing on decision making to
further their studying in school, most of them made decision by themselves. For the distance from
their house to school in recent time, most of them was approximately 10-20 kilometers. For the
distance from their house to school to be studied, it was less than 10 kilometers. For their school
location in recent time, most of them were in the district area where they lived. Moreover, their school
location to be studied was in the district area where they lived as well.

2. The conditions of continuing study of students.

2.1 For the students’ demographic data, found that most of them lived in Khon Kaen
Province. For their expectation for their occupation, most of them anticipated in working in factory or
company. For their model of working, most of them didn’t have their role model from their relatives
or closed friemds. For the siblings studying in family, most of them didn’t have brother/sister to be
responsible with. For working, most of them didn’t have their elder brother/sister working to support.
For their expected income, most of them needed less than 5,000 bath per month.

2.2 For their family’s socio-economic status, found that most of their parents’
occupation was agriculture. Most of their parents’ educational level was Primary Education. For their
family’s income, most of their income was between 5,000-10,000 bath. For their studying expense,
most of them were supported from their parents. Fort their stuyding expense, most of them had no
problerns. Besides, for their living place, most of them lived with their parents in Municipal Area.

2.3 For their leamning and school environment in learning achievement, most of them
had their learning achievement between 1.51-2.00. For the persons who had their role in discontinuing
study, most of them had their parenté taking role in family. For decision making in discontinuing
study, most of their former cohort who finished school were persons with their role in decision making

_most. For their work plan after leaving school, most of them still were uncertain and didn’t make their
plan. For the distance from their house to school, most of it was approximately 10-20 kilometers. For
the distance from their house to office, it was less than 10 kilometers. For their school location in
recent time, most of them lived in the distriuct area where they lived. Moreover, their office locations

after finishing school, most of them was in the district area where they lived as well.
