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The Purposes of this study were 1) to develop English learning activities through E-saan
Folktales for Level III (Mattayomsuksa II) of Nangew Wittayasan School, uder the Office of Khon
Kaen Educational Service Area Iv, Khon Kaen 2) to develop students learning achievement in the
English language learning by using folktale as an iﬁstructional material. The expected result of
students learning achievement was the score of most students must be higher than 70 percent. 3)
to investigate students attitude towards English learning activities through E-saan folktales. The
samples of this study were 35 students in Mattayomsuksa II who study English in the first
semester of the 2005 academic year.

The research instruments employed in this study were 1) sixteen learning programs
which folktale was used as an instructional material. 2) students learning observation forms,
teachers teaching observation forms, test and the post-record of learning activities. 3) evaluation
form; an achievement test and questionpaire on students attitude towards the English language
learning activities through E-saan folktales.

This study was conducted in the form of Action Research which was compose\d of
four cycles; percentage, average, standard deviation and conclusion. |

The research findings are carefully presented in each stage of developing learning
activities; 1) Presentation; song was used effectively to encourage students learning 2) Practice ;
four local folktales employed to develop four skills of language learning. There are Nong Harn
(Phadaeng Nang Ai), The Chedi of the Small Lunch-Box, Two flowers (Khulu Nang Ua) and
The Chicken Stars. The materials used at this stage are pictures, puppet, song, mime, authentic
materials and role play. 3) Conclusion ; The conclusion was made by the students under the teachers
guidance. 4) Evaluation; students activities are evaluated in this stage both in group and by individual.
Another finding was most students (77.14%) passed the expected criteria (70_%) which served
the second objective of this study. While the last finding was students totally agreed that E-saan
folktales was the most effective instructional material to encourage students learning in that it

was fun, interesting and easy to understand vocabularies in the stories.
