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ABSTRACT 218516

The objectives of this study were to investigated and compared 1) some socio-economic
backgrounds, 2) operation, participation, problems and obstacles 3) the needs of member of silk weaving
group in community business and 4) the needs of member of silk weaving group who were differ in some
characteristic backgrounds in Udon Thani province. One hundred fifty samples were obtained by using
Multi-stage random sampling and interview schedule respectively. The data were statistically analyzed using
the statistical program (SPSS for Windows) and expressed as the frequency, percentage, minimum,
maximum, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test. The specific mean of data were further
analyzed and compared using the Scheffe’s test.

The results illustrated that the majority of the members was married (90.2 %), had the average age
of 46.5 years old and obtained primary school degree (63 %). The members had the average family size of
4.9 persons, and had the average family member to participate in silk weaving activity of 1.2 persons. The
majority of the members received agricultural information through television (87.3 %) and the average land
holding per family was 29.5 rai and 92.7 % of the members had their own land. The average on-farm and

. off-farm annual incomes were 71,660.00 and 21,812.67 Baht respectively. The average total annual cash
incomes were 91,276.00 Baht. 90.7 % of members had loans by which the average household loan was
48,360.00 Baht.

In term of the generality of community business of silk weaving member, the majority of the
members purchased the raw material locally (64.7 %) and produced the silk during the period of pre- and post
harvesting season. 52.7 % of members weaved the silk regarding to the order of the customer and 98.0 %

sold products by themselves and 65.3 % had the silk central market within the village. The majority of the
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customers were non speciﬁc customer (85.3 %). 60 % of members were retail and wholesale distributors and
553 % of members were free from the loan. The majority of the fellows used their own houses as the
weaving sites (93.3 %) in which the average of monthly silk weaving was 13.7 meters.

In term of the participation of silk weaving members for the business operation, the members had
been eﬁgaging in silk weaving group for an average duration of 6.9 years and had the average experience in
sitk weéving of 22.3 years. 60 % of members were the member of the village fund and 68.7 % of members
had been attended in the group meeting, whereas 49.3 % of members had been involved in the study tour.
9.3 and 50 % of members were involved as lecturers and joined for trade exhibition respectively.

The main problems and obstacles of silk weaving members were due to : Management administration,
the silk weaving members had the problems in the level of “much” due to 1) lack of time for participation.
Raw material, ie., 1) limitation or raw materials insufficient 2) lack of time for production of local raw
material and 3) area limitation. Production, ie., 1) underdevelopment of the equipments 2) lack of
knowledge for development of fabric design. Marketing, ie., 1) lack of certain market 2) no center of
products sale. Supporting service of the ofﬁc;ers and related organizations, i.c., 1) lack of continuous
monitoring and evaluation 2) often change of the officers

The needs of silk weaving producers revealed as follows : the needs of knowledge of operation
planning, the needs of silk weaving members were in the level of “much” in 1) the operation planning 2) the
account management 3) the network communication for distribution. The needs of production and products
development i.e., 1) technique for silk drawing and 2) development of fabric design. The needs of supporting
service of the officers and related organizations, i.e., 1) preparation for market and 2) capital or loan support.

The comparative results of the knowledge need of the member revealed that the differences in ages,
" levels of income, duration for being membership and degrees of accomplishment were statistically affected
the needs of the silk weaving member in some aspects.

In addition, the need of the community business operation revealed that the differences in ages, levels of
income, duration for being membership and degrees of accomplishment were statistically affected the need of

the member in some aspects as well.
