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ABSTRACT

The objective of research titled “Thai Youth: A Case Study of Alcohol Drinking of Khon
Kaen University Students in 2007” were: 1) to study alcohol drinking behavior of Khon Kaen
University Students, and 2) to compare the alcohol drinking behavior of students studying in
different field groups including: the Health Science Group, Science and Technology Group, and
Social Science Group. The population were 13,998 full time undergraduate students, every class
level, enrolled in Summer of 2006 school year. It found that there were 8,763 students
experienced in drinking alcohol. The sample sized were calculated by Krejcie and Morgan’
Table. There were 374 sampled students. The instrument was questionnaire constructed by the
researcher. The questionnaires were administered with the sample. There were 374 issugs,
100%, of returned questionnaire. Data were analyzed by statistic in using SPSS for Windows
Computer Program for the Frequency, Percentage, and Chi-Square.

The conclusions of findings:

1) According to the overall alcohol drinking behavior of Khon Kaen Students in
2007, it could be said that Khon Kaen University Students in 2007:

(1) For the experienced alcohol drinking, it was the group which most of them
started to drink alcohol when they were 18 years old. The cause of their first time of alcohol
drinking was that they wanted to try. Their first time of drinking, they drank wine/spy with their
friends about 1-2 glasses. They felt that it was bitter. But, they felt nothing after drinking;

(2) In the recent time, most of students still like foreign alcohol because its tasted
good. They drank once in a while. Most of them told that they drank during the night time at the
pub or discotheque. For more than half of students (51.1%), they used to drink in campus. The

dormitory was the place for drinking most when thy drank in the University.



(3) For each time of student’s drinking process, found that most of them drank
during going out in the night time with their friends because they friends persuaded them by
buying alcohol from convenient shop selling 24 hours. Then, they sat in circle and drank with
their friends. Most of them specified that the activity they did during drinking was listening to
music. Each time of sitting around in circle and drinking alcohol with their friends, most of them
drank alcohol mixing with soda. They drank one bottle of alcohol each time. It was the thing the
University could be relieved for finding that most of them (83.7%) they never use the substance
or addicted substance during drinking. They smoked during their drinking time. Each time of
drinking, their expense was about 100-200 bath. They spent their saving money for alcohol.
Each time of sitting in circle and drinking lasted about 1-2 hours. After drinking, most of them
were cheerful. They would stop drinking when they felt tipsy in their heads. After drinking, the
activity they did most was sleeping.

(4) For the achievement and alcohol drinking, most of them told that their drinking
didn’t affect their studying (80.2%). In the future, they still want to drink occasionally (80.2%).

2) For Comparison of alcohol drinking behavior of Khon Kaen University
Students studying in different major field of study, it could be concluded that:

(1) There were significant differences in alcohol drinking behavior among different
field of study regarding to the age range with the first time of alcohol drinking, the type of alcohol
for theiSr first drinking, persons whom they drank with for the first drinking, their feeling during
the first drinking, the amount of alcohol for their first drinking, the type of alcohol they drank in
present time, frequency of drinking in present time, occasion or incidence leading to alcohol
drinking, persons who drinking together, the amount of alcohol drinking each time, and studying
in different major fields of study.

(2) For alcohol drinking behavior of different major fields of study regarding to the
cause of their first time of élcohol drinking, taste of alcohol for their first drinking, reason why
they liked to drink alcohol in present time, place for alcohol drinking in university, cause of
alcohol drinking in the present, place where they bought alcohol, activity they did during alcohol
drinking, alcohol drinking technique, using substance or addicted substance during alcohol
drinking, money source for expense in alcohol drinking, activity they did after alcohol drinking,
feeling after alcohol drinking, alcohol and learning achievement, alcohol drinking in the future,

and studying in different major fields of study, there were significant differences.
