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The purpose of this study was to investigate opinions of the School
Boards under The Office of Loei Educational Service Area 2 regarding
collaborative academic management in the Educational Institutes. The sample
was 252 members of School Boards. Data was collected by using a set of
questionnaires. A computer program was used to find relevant percentage, mean,
and standard deviation for the data.

Findings :

The respondents perceived that the School Boards had moderate
collaboration in academic management, ranking in order as follows : instructional
support, curriculum development, and setting. an internal quality assurance
system. Regarding the individual items, the collaborative issues being improved
were (1) reporting curriculum implementation, (2) suggestions on the expectation
of learning outcomes, (3) supervision in curriculum development, (4) monitoring
and evaluating the use of internal and external educational learning resources,
(5) providing criteria for the of educational institutes standards, (6) evaluation the
curriculum  implementation,(7) suggesting learning activities to improve of
students’ abilities, competencies, and interests, (8) doing an annual report on
educational quality, and (9) verifying and reviewing educational quality
continuously using varies and appropriate methods.
