Title Factors Related to Non-Debt Repayment of Circulated Fund

Debtors who are Farmers and the Poor: A Case study of

The objectives of this study were to investigate: 1) factors on socio-economic

characteristics of the poor and farmers who were circulated fund debtors in Chaiyaphum
province; 2) the socio-economic characteristics related to non-debt repayment of the poor and
farmers; and 3) problems encountered and suggestions on the debt repayment. A set of interview
schedules was used for data collection administered with 113 circulated fund Chaiyaphum
province. Obtained data were analyzed by using mean, frequency, percentage co-efficiency
coorelation, and chi-square.

Results of the study revealed tﬁéttinost of the informants were female, married,
elementary school gradu.ates, and 56.68 years old on average. With regards to economic
characterist'ics of the informants, it was found tha.t»they were farmers and had 3 household iabours
on average. Most of them had their own land with the size of 17.36 rai per head on average. They
did monocropping (rice growing) rather than mixed farming (growing rice and other crops or
animal rearing). However, they grew crops rather than animal rearing. They eamned an annual
income from agricultural sector for 55,206.32 baht on average (42,754.78 baht from crop
growing, 64,225 baht from animal rearing, 131,877.14 baht from crop growing and animal
rearing). They earned an annual income from non-agricultural sector for 61,910.48 baht. Most of
them- had an income from their chilldren and others (elderly fund, pension, etc.). However, the
informants had expenses on agricultural sector for 35,368.60 baht per year on average (26,193.42
baht for crop growing, 24,333.33 baht for animal rearing, 85,201.92 baht for crop growing and
animal rearing). They also had expenses on non-agricultural sector for 48,287.79 baht year on

average, particularly on particularly on household consumption.

With regards to the social characteristics of the informants, it was found that
most of them had 2 dependants on average. The informants had contacted staff of the circulated
fund (the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives) twice a year on average. It was
found that the informants had a sum of loan for 149,270.50 baht per head on average. They still
had the debts for 106,753.94 baht per head on average (capital for 78,212.92 baht and the interest
for 32,909.94 baht with 6 periods of time for payment). They could not pay the debts due to
inadequate income, children schooling, and household expenses. The informants also had other
sources of debts for 101,076.52 baht. Most of them owed debts of the village fund for 21,777.14
baht per head on average.

For factor related to debt repayment, it was found that the economic factor had a
statistical significant relationship with debt repayment at the level of 0.05 (household workforce
and agricultural expenses). However, the relationships with household workforce were in the
.opposite direction with debt repayment. This implied 7that if the informants had a few household
workforce they would have much debt repayment outstanding payment. However, agricultural
expenses had the same direction of relationships with debt repayment outstanding payment. This
implied that if the informants had much agricultural expenses, they would have much debt
repayment outstanding-payment. For social factor, there was no relationship w'ith'debt repayment
and outstanding payment. |

It was suggested that the informants should ask for the e'xt_ension of debt
repayment for 10 years. Also, part of the interest should be asked for- the reduct.ion so that the
informants can have money for building a fish pond and growing crops at the pond edges.
Beéides, the informants wanted government agencies to provide them a piece of land for rice

growing and a capital for agricultural investment.
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
