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The purposes of this research were to compare 1) parents’ knowledge, attitude and skills
in autistic children care before and after the training. 2) parents’ autistic children care behaviors
before and after the. and 3) autistic children social behaviors before and after the training.
Purposive sampling was adopted to recruit 10 parents who brought the 1-5 years autistic children
to the outpatient department at Srinakarin Hospital in Khon Kaen University, during January to
November, 2006. The instruments used were the training plan, demographic data about parents
and their autistic children, the test of parents’ knowledge attitude and skill in autistic children |
care, the assessment of parents’ autistic children care behaviors, the assessment of autistic
children’ social behaviors and the observation of autistic children behaviors. Descriptive data
were analyzed including frequency and the statistic used for analysis in this research were
Wilcoxon Matched Pairs Signed-Ranks Test.

The findings were as follows

1) the parents’ knowledge, attitude and skills in autistic children care after the training
were higher than before the training at .01 level of significance.

2) parents’ autistic children care behaviors after the training were higher than before the
training at .01 level of significance. and

3) autistic children social behaviors after the training were higher than before the
training at .01 level of significance.

It was suggested that the parents should be promoted to share experiences in autistic

children care for extending and parents’ network after training.
