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ABSTRACT

This research was a Descriptive Research. The objective of this study was to study
motivation in Badminton Sport Playing of female athletes in National Sport Competition the 35“'
at Supanburi Province. The populations were 60 female athletes participating in National Sport
Competition the 35" at Supanburi Province in general age level. The samples were selected by
Simple Random Sampling. The instrument was questionnaire of motivation in Badminton Sport
Playing based on 5 aspects of Maslow’s framework including: 1) Health Aspect, 2) Income and
Benefit Aspect, 3) Love, Aptitude and Interest Aspect, and 4) Prestige and Reputation Aspect,
and 5) Opportunity for Progress Aspect. Data were calculated as percentage, mean, standard
deviation with the questionnaire reliability coefficient as .96.

The research findings found that:

Five aspects of Badminton Sport Playing of female athletes in National Sport Playing the

35" at Supanburi Province were as follows:

1) For Health Aspect, the overall motivation level was in “Much” level. (X = 4.13, and
standard deviation = 0.47)

2) For Income and Benefit Aspect, the overall motivation level was in “Moderate”
level. (; = 3.10, and standard deviation = 0.89)

3} For Love, Aptitnde and Interest Aspect, the overall motivation level was in “much”
level. (; = 3.87, and standard deviation = 0.62)

4) For Prestige and Reputation Aspect, the overall motivation level was in “Much”
level. ( ; = 3.61, and standard deviation = 0.80)

5) For Opportunity for Progress Aspect, the overall motivation level was in “Moderate”

level. (X =3.46, and standard deviation = 0.85)
