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The odjectives of this research were: to study 1) personal factors, social
factors and psychological factors of adolescents in Khon Kaen Province, 2) the five
ennobling virtues behavior of adolescents, 3) factors related to the five ennobling
virtues behavior of adolescents; and 4) all factors affecting the five ennobling
virtues behavior of adolescents to ascertain the of statistical significance.

The sample populations were the Matthayomsuksa 1-6 students from
secondary schools, Khon Kaen Province. The sample, selected by the multi - stage
random sampling method and the Yamane’'s formula, comprised 400 cases. The data
were processed by the SPSS for WINDOWS program. The statistical procedures
used were . frequencies, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s
product moment correlation coefficient, and stepwise multiple regression analysis at
the 0.05 level of significance. '

Research findings were as follows :

1. 59.50 of the adolescents in Khon Kaen in the sample were female,
while the rest of the sample or 40.50 percent were male. Their average age was
15.14 years old, and most of them (59.80%) were between the age of 13-15
years. Most of them (21.80%) enrolled in the 1" year of secondary school and
lived at city (65.30%). For the social aspect, their family relationship was at a
high level with a mean of 3.75. Their upbringing patterns in the family was at
medium level with a mean of 3.49. Their relations with friends were at a high
level with a meaﬁ of 3.90. Their abilities to access to mass media and virtuous
and ethical training were at a medium level with the means of 3.39 and 2.91
respectively. For the psychological dimension, their religion commandment knowledge
were at average score of 15.26 out of 20. Their moral reasoning and their future
orientation were at a medium level with the means of 2.99 and 3.10

respectively.
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2. Most of the adolescents in Khon Kaen have the five ennobling virtues
behavior at a medium level with a mean of 3.61 which consist loving
kindness and = compassion and mindfulness and awareness; temperance were at
medium level with the means of 3.31 and 3.67 respectively. Their right means
at livelihood, sexual restraint, and truthfulness were at a high level with the
means of 3.75 3.68 and 3.73 respectively.

3. Factors related to the five ennobling virtues behavior of adolescents in
Khon Kaen province were significant at 0.05 level. These factors were sex, family
relationship, upbringing patterns in the family, relation with friends, mass ’media,
virtuous and ethical training, religion commandments knowledge, moral reasoning,
and future orientation.

4. Factors affecting the five ennobling virtues behavior of adolescents in
Khon Kaen province were also significantly related at 0.05 level. These factors
were sex, family relationship, relation with friends, virtuous and ethical training,
religion commandments knowledge, moral reasoning, future orientation. All the
independent variables used in this study can explain the five ennobling virtues
